The designation of the USA with related polices is intended to promote higher
density and intensity mixed use development, including Transén@d Development and

Alachua County. It is also intended to encourage redevelopment and infill of undeveloped

parcels within this subset of the Urban Cluster.

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Population Density

Maps 2 and 3 showthe populationand employment densitiewithin and surrounding the
proposed Urban Service Aredhe data for these maps are from the 2009 Socioeconomic Data
Reportfor Traffic Analysisches(TAZ)prepared by the Metropolitan Transportation Planning
Organization (MTPO) for the Gainesville Urbanized Aféa. data is based on individual TAZs.

Map 2 shows ranges of population density within the Urban Cluster, including the proposed
USA and City of Gainesville. The darker colored areas represent higher population density,
while the lighter colored areas represent lower density. As the map showsrdas within the
USA generally have similar densities to the adjacent areas within the City of Gainesville. The
proposed unincorporated Urban Service Area has amadveopulation density of 1,488

persons per square mile. Most of the individual TA&setpopulation density in excess of 1,000
persons per square mile, and many TAZs exceed 2,000 persons per square mile.

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Some of the TAZs shown on Map 2 which have popula@msities of 1,000 persons per square
mile and under are areas which also contain concentrations of employment andesatential
development. Several of the TAZs in the western part of the USA near the IntéfState
interchanges fall into this category.

Map 3shows ranges of employment density within the Urban Cluster, including the proposed
unincorporatedUSA and City of GainesvilEmployment density is a general indicator of the
location of nonresidential concentrationsTheunincorporatedUSA area has an o
employment density of 56@mployees per square mile. Manfthe individual TAZs within the
USA havemployment densities of greater than 250 employees per square riere are
employment concentrations in the umtorporated areas near the Interstaf#b interchanges

with Newberry Road, Archer Road, and NW 2&enue. Employment is also concentrated on
the west and east sides of Intersta?®, in both the unincorporated area and the City of
Gainesville.These aras are included within the proposed USA.

LILINI A &uSeNa R
to determine whether a property was developed or undeveloped. For p@posthis analysis,
anyexisting platted lots less than 10 acres in size within subdivisions were considered to be
developed areas.

Table 1 provides summary data on the development characteristics of the proposed USA. The
table corresponds to the inforation on Map 4. Approximately 14,356 acres, or 89% of the

land in the proposed USA, is comprised of developed parcels, existing roads, institutional
properties, or conservation areas which cannot be developed. There is 1,839 acres, or 11% of
the land inthe proposed USA, which is undeveloped and is designated for urban levels of
development under the Alachua County Comprehensive Plan.

throughout the area, and in most cases, are surrounded by existing developed areas. There are
relatively few large contiguous undeveloped areas within the proposed USA. Most of the ones

that exist have either rezived development approvals but are not yet built, or they are

currently in the review process for Comprehensive Plan amendments. These properties are

included as undeveloped areas, but the County expects that they will develop during the

current planninghorizon of the Comprehensive Plan.

The areas on the map labeled as Public Institutional correspond to the Institutional Future Land
Use designation. These areas are owned by public entities and contain land uses such as
schools, colleges, or utility facilities which are not availableuturé private development. The
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areas on the map labeled as Park/Conservation include those areas designated on the Future
Land Use Map as Preservation, Conservation, and Recreation. These areas are used for land
conservation or recreational facilitiesna are not available faresidential or commercial
development.

The County provides activityased and resourebased recreation facilities within the
unincorporated areas of the County, including the Urban Cluster and the proposed Urban
Service Area.

Policy 1.2.4.2.B of the Capital Improvements Element establisleesitnimum level of service
standards for Recreation faciliti&s the unincorporated areas follows:

(1) 0.5 acres of improved activilyased recreation sites per 1,000 persons in the
unincorporated area of Alachua County; and

(2) 5.0 acres of improved resote-based recreation sites per 1,000 persons in the
unincorporated area of Alachua County.

The actual level of service achieved for actibfged recreation, as of May 2010, is 1.70 acres

of improved acreage per 1,000 persanghe unincorporated area. For resource based

recreation, the actual level of service achieved is 6.49 acres of improved sites per 1,000 persons
in the unincorporated area. Alachua County currently meets the adopted level of service
standards for actity-based (0.5 acres per 1,000 persons) and rescbeased recreation (5.0

acres per 1,000 persons).

In addition to County owned and operated facilitigbich are used for concurrency calculatjon
there are also recreation facilities owned and/or operatgdthe City of Gainesville and the

State of Florida which are in close proximity to the proposed USA. Map 6 shows the locations
of existing recreation facilities which are owned and/or operated by Alachuat€as well as

the Stateof Florida andCity ofGainesville. Only those recreation facilities owned and operated
by Alachua County are used in the calculation of recreation level of service for concurrency
purposes in accordance with the Alachua County Comprehensive Plan.
